WHEREAS, Land Bank staff, after evaluating all purchase offers received for the
Properties in accordance with the Property Disposition Policy, have recommended that the
Land Bank sell each Property to the corresponding Buyer identified on the Properties List

RESOLVED, that each Authorized Officer be, and each of them hereby is, authorized to
prepare, execute, deliver and perform such agreements, documents and other instruments, to pay
or cause to be paid on behalf of the Land Bank any related costs and expenses, to execute and

instruments or the performance of any such act shall be conclusive evidence of the approval of the
Board thereof and all matters relating thereto; and be it further
